Mobilizing to Access Grant Funding 
Each year, the federal government makes over $400 billion available for a wide range of projects. 

Much of that is available to a group of entities referred to as “State, Local, nonprofit, and other.” As 

distinguished from research funding recipients, these government agencies, schools, and hospitals 

receive the largest share (in terms of dollars) of federal funding annually.  

Grant Pathways 

Funding at the federal level comes from 26 grantmaking agencies, and grants are either: 

 Direct – funds go directly from the federal funding agency to local recipients; or  

 Pass-through – funds go through the state, and possibly even a regional entity, before they 

are made available to the local entity. States may still have to apply for these funds and often 

keep a portion to cover administrative costs, but then each state will maintain its own                     

re-granting process, timelines, and priorities. 

It’s important to be aware of whether the grant you are eligible to apply to a particular grant 

opportunity (and receive funds from it), or whether the opportunity is a pass-through grant for the 

state, and you will need to follow up with the state to determine what you need to do to apply for 

funds for your project.  

Grant Types 

Another distinction to be aware of is the type of grant a particular program offers. A grant may be:  

 Formula – Funding allocations are based on a formula – such as student poverty (No Child 

Left Behind Grants), risk assessments (State Homeland Security Grants) or number of acute 

care hospital beds (Hospital Emergency Preparedness Grants). As long as an eligible 

applicant completes an application in the timeline and format required by the funder, they’re 

virtually assured of receiving the money their formula has determined they’re eligible for;  

 Competitive – applications are competitively scored based on a set of objective and/or 

subjective criteria, and the score the proposal receives factors in to the award allocation; or 

 Earmark – grant awards are decided at the legislative level during the budgeting process. 

You will need to apply to your local Congressman or State Representative to obtain these 

funds. 

This Research Report may contain direct and pass-through grants as well as formula, competitive, 

and earmark programs. Each of these distinctions will have implications as the value of the program 

to your organization and the potential for raising new funding for your project.         
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Grant Sources 
Grants typically come from one of three sources, including:  

 Federal – issuing from one of the 26 Federal grantmaking agencies. These grants tend to be 

large (often $250,000 to $500,000 in size) and restricted to broad, national priorities; 

 State – issuing from a state agency, either using funds derived from within the state or 

passing through funds received from elsewhere (most often a federal agency). These grants 

tend to be more accessible, smaller than federal grants, and more in line with state priorities; 

and  

 Private – Foundations and Corporations provide approximately $35 billion each year in 

funding, and they tend to be the most responsive to locally developed projects and local 

needs.  

All three of these sources may figure in to your funding strategy. A common approach is to fund the 

bulk of a project with federal and state funds, then apply to foundations to support the local 

elements that fall outside the parameters of the government funders, or to cover the required 

matching costs. 

Determining the Desirability of a Grant 
You may not have the resources or even the desire or need to write all the grants identified in this 

document. So, it may be necessary to qualify which grants to which you’d like to apply for the 

project, and which you’ll leave for another time or another project.  The following criteria may be 

helpful in determining which grants to pursue: 

 Total funding available – gives you an idea how broad the program will be and how 
competitive; 

 Application burden – some programs require 100 page narrative, while others may look 
for 10 or less; 

 Matching requirements – similarly, some programs require a dollar for dollar match, 
while others may require a 5% match or no cost sharing at all;  

 Scale – you don’t want to write 1,000 $5,000 requests to get your $500,000 project funded 
or lock yourself into a lot of extra activities that you didn’t intend just to get what you 
needed; 

 Collaboration/partnering requirements – beyond what you have in place are a factor 
to consider; 

 Lead time – more lead time generally equals more time to develop the project and 
articulate that in the grant application – six weeks is good, and three weeks is almost 
essential; 

 Track record with the funder – generally more important or local funders than federal 
sources, but a consideration nonetheless. 
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Anatomy of a Grant Summary 
The grant summaries contained in this report contain several common data elements, intended to 

provide you with an overview of each program and enough information to determine whether a 

given program warrants serious investigation – i.e., downloading and reading the guidance 

document and other informational materials on the program.  

Each grant summary contains: 

Grant Title - the title of the grant as defined by the funder, with any common abbreviations in 

parentheses. If the grant is focused on a particular state, the state name will also be in parentheses.  

CFDA# - the Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance number assigned by the funder, including the 

two numbers representing the primary funding agency (followed by a decimal point), and the 

remaining numbers (and letters) representing the agency’s program. If no CFDA number exists, the 

entry will read: None 

Authority - the definition of the funding source, including the federal or state agency and sub-

agency or name of the foundation making the grant.  

Summary - relevant information about the grant program, funding priorities, and application 

process, including highlights of the grant program and information on the priorities and application 

process.  

Eligibility - the types of applicants that are eligible to apply for the grant including standard 

categories of eligible applicants, as well as any special eligibility criteria that the program requires.  

Award Information -the total funding available, matching requirements, allocation formula, and 

any other relevant items that impact the award amount.   

History of Funding - any available information on past years’ funding. If no information is 

available, the entry will read: Not Available 

Deadline - additional information on the deadline, including Letter of intent/full application 

deadlines or submission timeframes for different media, reflecting any nuances in the application 

deadline, as indicated in the guidance or other sources. In addition, the deadline description will 

identify a forecasted (unofficial or not yet published) deadline date with the following phrase: 

Identified deadlines are forecasted based on available information. The official deadline date is 

subject to change at any time.  

Additional Information - relevant information not suited for other fields 

Contact Information - information on program contact(s), including phone, e-mail, and a URL 

which points as directly as possible to the program Web page or guidance document (often a PDF).

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Title:  State Homeland Security Grant Program (SHSP) (Michigan) 
 
CFDA Number(s):    97.067 
 
Authority:  The Michigan State Police Emergency Management Division (MSP/EMD) 
 
Summary:  The State Homeland Security Program (SHSP) is a core assistance program contained 
within the overarching Federal Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP). SHSP provides funds to 
build capabilities at the State and local levels and to implement the goals and objectives included in 
State Homeland Security Strategies and initiatives in the State Preparedness Report. Activities 
implemented under SHSP must support terrorism preparedness by building or enhancing 
capabilities that relate to the prevention of, protection from, or response to, and recovery from 
terrorism in order to be considered eligible. However, many capabilities which support terrorism 
preparedness simultaneously support preparedness for other hazards. Grantees must demonstrate 
this dual-use quality for any activities implemented under this program that are not explicitly 
focused on terrorism preparedness. Federal FY 2010 SHSP funds will be allocated based on three 
factors: minimum amounts as legislatively mandated, U. S. Department of Homeland Security's 
(DHS's) risk methodology, and effectiveness. Use of SHSP funds must be consistent with and 
supportive of implementation of the State Homeland Security Strategy and State Preparedness 
Report. In addition, SHSP supports the implementation of the National Preparedness Guidelines, 
the National Incident Management System (NIMS), and the National Response Framework (NRF). 
DHS expects State, local, and tribal partners to be familiar with the national preparedness 
architecture and to incorporate elements of this architecture into their planning, operations and 
investments. One of the DHS's most important initiatives in FY 2010 is support for the maturation 
of the Information Sharing Environment (ISE), and specifically, the continued enhancement of 
State and Major Urban Area fusion centers to include support for implementation of the Nationwide 
Suspicious Activity Reporting (SAR) Initiative (NSI). In leading the effort to secure America from 
the many threats it faces, DHS has undertaken five main areas of responsibility to help it achieve its 
mission. The first four of these areas are applicable to HSGP: (1) Guarding against Terrorism; (2) 
Securing our Borders; (3) Enforcing our Immigration Laws; (4) Improving Readiness for, Response 
to and Recovery from Disasters. Above and beyond its own mission and four main areas of 
supporting responsibility, DHS believes that the eight National Priorities as identified in the 
National Preparedness Guidelines are instrumental in guiding State, local, tribal, and territorial, 
stakeholders in meeting the Nation's most urgent needs. The eight National Priorities include the 
following: (1) Expand Regional Collaboration; (2) Implement the National Incident Management 
System and National Response Framework; (3) Implement the National Infrastructure Protection 
Plan; (4) Strengthen Information Sharing and Collaboration Capabilities; (5) Strengthen 
Interoperable and Operable Communications Capabilities; (6) Strengthen CBRNE Detection, 
Response, and Decontamination Capabilities; (7) Strengthen Medical Surge and Mass Prophylaxis 
Capabilities; (8) Community Preparedness: Strengthening Planning and Citizen Capabilities. States 
are required to ensure that at least 25% of their SHSP award funds are dedicated towards law 
enforcement terrorism prevention-oriented planning, organization, training, exercise, and 
equipment activities. DHS requires State and local governments to include emergency medical 
services (EMS) providers in their State and security plans. Inclusion should take place with respect 
to planning, organization, equipment, training, and exercise efforts. Response disciplines include, 
but are not limited to: governmental and nongovernmental emergency medical, firefighting, and 
law enforcement services; public health; hospitals; emergency management; hazardous materials; 
public safety communications; public works; and governmental leadership and administration 
personnel. Allowable Investments made in support of the funding priorities discussed above as well 
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as other capability-enhancing projects must fall into one of the following six categories: (1) 
Planning, (2) Organization, (3) Equipment, (4) Training (5) Exercises, or (6) Personnel. A full list of 
allowable costs for each of these categories is available in the Federal Emergency Management 
Agency's official program guidance. The 21 allowable equipment categories and equipment 
standards for SHSP are listed on the web-based version of the Authorized Equipment List (AEL) on 
the Responder Knowledge Base (RKB), at www.rkb.us.   
 
Eligibility:  The Governor of each State is required to designate a State Administrative Agency 
(SAA) to apply for and administer SHSP funds. The SAA is responsible for obligating SHSP funds to 
local units of government and other designated recipients within 45 days after receipt of funds. 
State agencies and local municipalities in Michigan are eligible to apply for these funds. Further 
eligibility criteria may be established by the SAA. More information will be listed as it becomes 
available. 
 
Award Information:  Total funding available in FY 2010 for the State Homeland Security grant 
program is $842 Million. In FY09, DHS is providing all States with targeted allocations based on 
the Department's relative risk assessment in advance of the Investment Justifications. Michigan's 
FY10 allocation is $19,305,380. The minimum amount that must be spent on law enforcement 
activities is $5,388,081. In FY 2010, states may provide an optional cost share; however, the 
optional cost share will not impact allocation amounts identified in the FY 2010 HSGP Guidance 
and Application Kit. The SAA must obligate at least 80 percent of the funds awarded under SHSP to 
local units of government within 45 days of receipt of the funds. 
 
History of Funding:  The State of Michigan's past SHSP awards: $20,718,500 in FY09; 
$21,430,000 in FY08; $13,670,000 in FY07; and $15,650,000 in FY06.  
 
Deadline Description:  As the SAA, The Michigan State Police Emergency Management Division 
(MSP/EMD) must have submitted completed applications to DHS no later than 11:59 p.m. EDT, 
April 19, 2010. Deadlines and application procedures for local agencies are determined the SAA and 
vary by state. FY10 local agency deadline is to be announced by the MSP/EMD. It is recommended 
that local agencies contact their SAA well before the deadline to discuss local application procedures 
and deadlines.

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Title:  Emergency Management Performance Grants (EMPG) 
 
CFDA Number(s):   97.042 
 
Authority:  US Department of Homeland Security, Federal Emergency Management Agency 
(FEMA) 
 
Summary:  The EMPG program provides resources to assist State and local governments to 
sustain and enhance all-hazards emergency management capabilities. States have the opportunity 
to use EMPG funds to further strengthen their ability to support emergency management activities 
while simultaneously addressing issues of national concern as identified in the National Priorities of 
the National Preparedness Guidelines.  An all-hazards approach to emergency management 
preparedness, including the development of a comprehensive program of planning, training, and 
exercises, provides for an effective and consistent response to disaster or emergency, regardless of 
the cause. A comprehensive State emergency management system must include local stakeholder 
input. A comprehensive State emergency management system must be inclusive of local programs 
and input. Local emergency management organizations should remain informed and have the 
opportunity to provide input to State planning processes. Although DHS expects States to include 
support for their local jurisdictions in the EMPG programs, each Governor is responsible for 
determining the appropriate amount of funding to be passed through to support the development or 
enhancement of local emergency management capabilities. States may leverage EMPG funds to 
develop intra- and inter-state emergency management systems that encourage building 
partnerships across all levels of government and with non-governmental organizations. The 
National Preparedness Guidelines provide an all hazards preparedness goal as directed by 
Homeland Security Presidential Directive. The National Preparedness Guidelines outline eight 
national priorities to guide preparedness efforts and that meet the Nation's most urgent needs. 
EMPG directly supports the several of these national priorities, including Strengthening Planning, 
Expanding Regional Collaboration, and Implementing the National Incident Management System 
(NIMS) and National Response Framework (NRF). (1) Strengthening Planning: State and local 
jurisdictions must engage in comprehensive national and regional planning processes that seek to 
enhance emergency management and emergency response capabilities. The planning processes can 
be supported through strengthened national and regional relationships and the allocation of 
resources toward all-hazards planning.  (2) Expanding Regional Collaboration: Standardized 
structures and processes for regional collaboration enable entities to collectively manage and 
coordinate activities for operations and preparedness. (3) Implementing the National Incident 
Management System (NIMS) and National Response Framework (NRF): NIMS includes a core set 
of guidelines, standards, and protocols for incident command and management, preparedness, 
resource management, communications and information management, supporting technologies, 
and coordination and maintenance to promote interoperability and compatibility among Federal, 
State, local, tribal, and territorial capabilities. Meeting NIMS compliance requirements remains 
necessary for States to receive Federal preparedness funding. EMPG funds may be used for a range 
of emergency management planning activities, such as disaster housing planning; modifying 
existing incident management and emergency operations plans; developing/enhancing 
comprehensive emergency management plans; conducting a hazard analysis and risk assessment 
prior to mitigation plan development; and other planning activities. Other allowable costs include: 
management and administrative (M&A), organization, equipment, training, exercises, construction 
and renovation for updated, functioning emergency operations centers (EOC), accessible to and 
usable by individuals with disabilities; and maintenance and sustainment. Allowable equipment 
only includes items from the following Categories listed on the Authorized Equipment List (AEL) at 
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www.rkb.us: Information Technology; Cyber-Security Enhancement Equipment; Interoperable 
Communications Equipment; Detection Equipment; Power Equipment; CBRNE Reference 
Materials; CBRNE Incident Response Vehicles; Physical Security Enhancement Equipment; CBRNE 
Logistical Support Equipment; and Other Authorized Equipment. In addition to these, general 
purpose vehicles (such as sports utility vehicles) are allowed to be procured in order to carry out the 
responsibilities of the EMPG Program. Unallowable Costs: Expenditures for weapons systems and 
ammunition; personnel costs (except for costs as detailed in the program guidance under Allowable 
Costs); costs to support the hiring of sworn public safety officers for the purposes of fulfilling 
traditional public safety duties or to supplant traditional public safety positions and responsibilities; 
activities unrelated to the completion and implementation of the EMPG; other items not in 
accordance with the portions of the AEL and allowable costs listed in this program's guidance. 
 
Eligibility:  All 56 states and territories, as well as the Republic of the Marshall Islands and the 
Federated States of Micronesia, are eligible to apply for FY 2010 EMPG funds.  Either the State 
Administrative Agency (SAA) or the state's Emergency Management Agency (EMA) are eligible to 
apply directly to FEMA for EMPG funds on behalf of state and local emergency management 
agencies, however only one application will be accepted from each state or territory. To be eligible to 
receive FY10 EMPG funding, applicants must meet NIMS compliance requirements. The 
NIMSCAST will be the required means to report FY09 NIMS compliance for FY10 preparedness 
award eligibility. All State and territory grantees were required to submit their compliance 
assessment via the NIMSCAST by September 30, 2009 in order to be eligible for FY10 preparedness 
programs. NIMS Implementation and Compliance Guidance for Stakeholders: 
http://www.fema.gov/emergency/nims/ImplementationGuidanceStakeholders.shtm#item2.  
 
Award Information:  The total available EMPG funding in FY10 is $329,799,991. The allocation 
methodology for FY 2010 EMPG dictates that all 50 states, D.C., and Puerto Rico will receive a base 
amount of .75% of the total available grant funding. American Samoa, Guam, Northern Mariana 
Islands, and the Virgin Islands will each receive a base amount of .25% of the total available 
funding. The balance of funds is distributed on a population-share basis. Funds are available for the 
Federated States of Micronesia and for the Republic of the Marshall Islands. FY 2010 EMPG 
Funding Allocations by state are provided in the program guidance. EMPG has a 50 percent federal 
and 50 percent state cost share, cash or in-kind match requirement. Match requirements are waived 
for the U.S. Territories of American Samoa, Guam, the U.S. Virgin Islands, and the Commonwealth 
of the Northern Mariana Islands. The period of performance is 24 months. The requirement to 
allocate 25 percent of funding towards the planning priority has been removed in the FY 2010 
EMPG Guidance. The State EMA may use up to five percent (5%) of the total amount for 
Management and Administration (M&A) purposes. Each Governor is responsible for determining 
the appropriate amount of funding to be passed through to local emergency management 
capabilities.  In FY2010 the State of Michigan has been awarded an amount of $8,888,397.  
 
History of Funding:  EMPG funding for FY02 through FY09 is as follows: FY 2002: 
$134,693,410; FY 2003: $170,312,798; FY 2004: $204,710,257; FY 2005: $173,828,342; FY 2006: 
$177,655,500; FY 2007: $244,000,000; FY 2008: $291,450,000; FY 2009: $306,022,500.   
 
Deadline Description:  Completed applications must be submitted no later than 11:59 p.m. EST, 
January 22, 2010. Eligible applicants must apply for funding through the Grants.gov portal, 
accessible on the Internet at http://www.grants.gov.  Funding opportunity numbers are based on 
region and are listed in this program's guidance for regions I through X. Local agency application 
deadlines and procedures are determined by the SAA and vary by state and region. It is

CFDA Number(s):   16.738 
 
Authority:  U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ), Office of Justice Programs (OJP), Bureau of Justice 
Assistance (BJA) 
 
Summary:  Established to streamline justice funding and grant administration, the JAG Program 
allows states, tribes, and local governments to support a broad range of activities to prevent and 
control crime based on their own local needs and conditions. JAG blends the previous Byrne 
Formula and Local Law Enforcement Block Grant (LLEBG) Programs to provide agencies with the 
flexibility to prioritize and place justice funds where they are needed most. JAG funds can be used 
for state and local initiatives, technical assistance, training, personnel, equipment, supplies, 
contractual support, and information systems for criminal justice including for any one or more of 
the following program areas: (1) Law enforcement programs; (2) Prosecution and court programs;

JAG blends the previous Byrne Formula and Local Law Enforcement Block Grant 
(LLEBG) Programs to provide agencies with the flexibility to prioritize and place justice funds 
where they are needed most. Purpose Areas: JAG funds may be used for local initiatives, technical 
assistance, training, personnel, equipment, supplies, contractual support, and information systems 
for criminal justice, as well as criminal justice-related research and evaluation activities that will 
improve or enhance: (1) law enforcement programs; (2) prosecution and court programs; (3) 
prevention and education programs; (4) corrections and community corrections programs; (5) drug 
treatment and enforcement programs; (6) planning, evaluation, and technology improvement 
programs; (7) crime victim and witness programs (other than compensation).

Arrest Policies and Enforcement of Protection Orders)

Summary:  The Community-Defined Solutions to Violence Against Women Program (hereinafter 
referred to as the Community-Defined Solutions/Arrest Program) recognizes that sexual assault, 
domestic violence, dating violence, and stalking are crimes that require the criminal justice system 
to hold offenders accountable for their actions through investigation, arrest, and prosecution of 
violent offenders, and through close judicial scrutiny and management of offender behavior. At each 
juncture in the criminal justice process, concerns for victim safety should guide the actions of all 
partners in the system. Criminal justice agencies must collaborate among themselves and in 
meaningful partnership with nonprofit, nongovernmental sexual assault and domestic violence 
programs, including local shelters, rape crisis centers, victim service organizations and sexual 
assault and domestic violence coalitions, to ensure that victim safety is a paramount consideration 
in the development of any strategy to address these crimes. Additionally, representatives from 
criminal justice agencies working to prevent and reduce sexual assault, domestic violence, dating 
violence, and stalking must have a clear understanding of the roles of governmental and 
nongovernmental victim assistance programs. This discretionary grant program is designed to 
encourage State, local, and Tribal governments and State, local, and Tribal courts to treat sexual 
assault, domestic violence, dating violence, and stalking as serious violations of criminal law 
requiring the coordinated involvement of the entire criminal justice system. This program 
challenges the entire community to listen, communicate, identify problems, and share ideas that 
will result in new responses to ensure victim safety and offender accountability. By statute, funds 
under the Community-Defined Solutions/Arrest Program may be used for the purposes outlined 
below and detailed in this program's guidance. All relate to cases of sexual assault, domestic 
violence, dating violence, and stalking. (1) Implement pro-arrest programs and policies; (2) Develop 
policies, educational programs, protection order registries, and training to improve tracking of 
cases; (3) Centralize and coordinate police enforcement, prosecution, or judicial responsibility; (4) 
Coordinate computer tracking systems; (5) Strengthen legal advocacy service programs for victims; 
(6) Educate judges in criminal and civil courts and improve judicial handling of such cases; (7) 
Provide technical assistance and computer and other equipment to facilitate enforcement of 
protection orders; (8) Develop or strengthen policies and training in recognizing, investigating, and 
prosecuting offenses against older individuals and individuals with disabilities; (9) Develop State, 
Tribal, Territorial, or local policies, procedures, and protocols for preventing dual arrests and 
prosecutions; and develop effective methods for identifying the pattern and history of abuse; (10) 
Plan, develop and establish comprehensive victim service and support centers to bring together 
victim advocates from relevant public or private agencies or organizations to improve services for 
victims. (11) Develop and implement policies and training in recognizing, investigating, and 
prosecuting instances of sexual assault; (12) Develop, enhance and maintain protection order 
registries; and (13) Develop human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) testing programs for sexual 
assault perpetrators and notification and counseling protocols. Please refer to the official program 
guidance for more detail. The distinct requirements of this funding opportunity necessitate a 
thorough review of the official program guidance referenced at the URL provided in the contact 
section of this summary.  
 
Eligibility:  Applicants are limited to States, units of local government, Indian tribal governments, 
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and state, local, tribal, and territorial courts. Applications should include a service area map 
identifying the area to be served. In FY 2010, OVW will accept applications for the Community-
Defined Solutions/Arrest Program from applicants who are not currently receiving funds through 
the Arrest Program and current Arrest grantees whose projects will expire before February 17, 2010. 
Grantees who received new or supplemental Arrest funding for 24 months in Federal Fiscal Year 
2009 are not eligible to apply. All other grantees who are current recipients of Arrest Program funds 
are eligible to apply for continuation or supplemental funding to support on-going activities or to 
enhance their project for an extended period of time. OVW has the discretion to make a 
supplemental or new award to a current grantee based on the project end date of the current award 
and the funding remaining in the current award at the time the application is submitted. Grantees 
should note that continuation or supplemental funding is not guaranteed.

Authority:  U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ), Office on Violence Against Women (OVW) 
 
Summary:  The STOP (Services, Training, Officers, Prosecutors) Violence Against Women 
Formula Grant Program promotes a coordinated, multidisciplinary approach to improving the 
criminal justice system's response to violent crimes against women. The STOP Program encourages 
the development and strengthening of effective law enforcement and prosecution strategies to 
address violent crimes against women and the development and strengthening of victim services in 
cases involving violent crimes against women. Grants and subgrants supported through this 
program must meet one or more of the following statutory program purpose areas: (1) Training law 
enforcement officers, judges, other court personnel, and prosecutors to more effectively identify and 
respond to violent crimes against women; (2) Developing, training, or expanding units of law 
enforcement officers, judges, other court personnel, and prosecutors specifically targeting violent 
crimes against women; (3) Developing and implementing more effective police, court, and 
prosecution policies, protocols, orders, and services specifically devoted to preventing, identifying, 
and responding to violent crimes against women, including the crimes of sexual assault and 
domestic violence; (4) Developing, installing, or expanding data collection and communication 
systems, including computerized systems, linking police, prosecutors, and courts or for the purpose 
of identifying and tracking arrests, protection orders, violations of protection orders, prosecutions, 
and convictions for violent crimes against women, including the crimes of sexual assault and 
domestic violence; (5) Developing, enlarging, or strengthening victim services programs; (6) 
Developing, enlarging, or strengthening programs addressing stalking; (7) Developing, enlarging, or 
strengthening programs addressing the needs and circumstances of Indian tribes in dealing with 
violent crimes against women; (8) Supporting formal and informal statewide, multidisciplinary 
efforts to coordinate the response of state law enforcement agencies, prosecutors, courts, victim 
services agencies, and other state agencies and departments, to violent crimes against women; (9) 
Training of sexual assault forensic medical personnel examiners in the collection and preservation 
of evidence, analysis, prevention, and providing expert testimony and treatment of trauma related 
to sexual assault; (10) Developing, enlarging, or strengthening programs to assist law enforcement, 
prosecutors, courts, and others to address the needs and circumstances of older and disabled 
women who are victims of domestic violence or sexual assault; (11) Providing assistance to victims 
of domestic violence and sexual assault in immigration matters; (12) Maintaining core victim 
services and criminal justice initiatives, while supporting complementary new initiatives and 
emergency services for victims and their families; (13) Supporting the placement of special victim 
assistants in local law enforcement agencies to serve as liaisons between victims of domestic 
violence, dating violence, sexual assault, and stalking and personnel in local law enforcement 
agencies in order to improve the enforcement of protection orders; and (14) To provide funding to 
law enforcement agencies, nonprofit nongovernmental victim services providers, and State, tribal, 
territorial, and local governments, to promote: (a)  development and implementation of training for 
local victim domestic violence service providers and to fund victim services personnel to provide 
supportive services and advocacy for victims of domestic violence committed by law enforcement 
personnel; (b) implementation of protocols within law enforcement agencies to ensure consistent 
and effective responses to the commission of domestic violence by personnel within such agencies; 
and (c) development of such protocols in collaboration with State, tribal, territorial and local victim 
services providers and domestic violence coalitions. The emphasis of the STOP Program continues 
to be on the implementation of comprehensive strategies addressing violence against women that 
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are sensitive to the needs and safety of victims and hold offenders accountable for their crimes. In 
shaping their strategies for Federal Fiscal Year 2010, States and Territories are encouraged to 
develop and support projects that: (1) Support core services for victims of sexual and domestic 
violence, particularly support for rape crisis centers and shelters; (2) Expand the options available 
to battered women by increasing and expanding the utilization of civil legal services, particularly for 
battered women who are in danger of losing custody to perpetrators of sexual and domestic 
violence; (3) Provide comprehensive culturally specific services beyond bilingual advocacy; (4) 
Provide basic and advanced training to Tribal law enforcement and Tribal courts; (5) Provide basic 
and advanced training to target elder abuse violence against women programs; and (6) Provide 
basic and advanced training and services that address the intersection of domestic violence and 
prisoner re-entry, providing advocacy services to battered women convicted of crimes, victims of 
prison rape, and women whose batterers are returning from prison. 
 
Eligibility:  STOP formula grants are made to all states, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the 
Virgin Islands, American Samoa, Guam, and the Northern Mariana Islands, and the District of 
Columbia. STOP sub-grants are intended for state, local, and tribal courts; Indian tribal 
governments; units of local government; and nonprofit, nongovernmental victim services programs. 
To be eligible for funds, States and Territories must certify that they are in compliance with the 
statutory eligibility requirements of the Program. 
 
Award Information:  OVW will award a base amount of $600,000 to each state. Funds 
remaining after the allocated base amount will be distributed among the states based on population. 
Funds are allocated to counties on the following basis: A base amount of $10,000 is provided for 
each county; the balance distributed is based on 70% population and 30% square miles; the amount 
for each geographic area is broken down per county. Single-county service areas have a minimum 
grant award of $30,000.  No matching funds shall be required for any grant or sub-grant for: (1) 
Any tribe, territory, or victim service provider: or (2) Any other entity, including a State, that: (a) 
Petitions for a waiver of any match conditions; and (b) Who petitions for a waiver is determined to 
have adequately demonstrated the financial need of the petitioning entity. This provision does not 
relieve the State from providing the full 25 percent match unless the State requests and receives a 
waiver. 
 
History of Funding:  The STOP Program was initially authorized under the Violence Against 
Women Act of 1994 (VAWA) and reauthorized and amended by the Violence Against Women Act of 
2000 (VAWA 2000) and by the Violence Against Women Act of 2005 (VAWA 2005).  For a list of 
OVW state awards visit www.ovw.usdoj.gov/grantactivities.htm.

Authority:  National Archives and Records Administration, National Historical Publications and 
Records Commission (NHPRC) 
 
Summary:  The Commission is particularly concerned that some historical collections in archives 
and repositories are difficult for most researchers to find because they are not processed or 
represented in national catalogs. NHPRC hopes to encourage repositories to reveal these "hidden 
collections" by concentrating on materials in their "backlogs". In addition, the NHPRC wishes to 
continue support for planning for archives, collection development, and appropriate preservation. 
As a result, the Commission seeks proposals for projects that support backlog processing and 
collections cataloging, phased preservation, and/or collections development. Proposed projects 
must employ the best and most cost-effective archival methods. Activities included under Basic 
Projects may be any one or combination of the following: 1. Basic Processing, 2. Preservation 
Planning, 3. Collections Development, and 4. Establishing Archives. Although projects focused 
exclusively on professional development are not eligible in this grant category, it is strongly 
encouraged that each application to include professional development components necessary for 
the success of the project. The Commission funds projects that deal with the following kinds of 
historical source material: (1) records of state, county, municipal, tribal, or other non-Federal units 
of government; (2) manuscripts, personal and family papers, or organizational and business 
archives; (3) collections of photographs, motion pictures, sound recordings, electronic records, 
and/or such visual materials as unpublished architectural, cartographic, and engineering drawings. 
The Commission does not fund projects to undertake the following activities: (1) to construct, 
renovate, furnish, or purchase a building or land; (2) to purchase manuscripts or other historical 
records; (3) to exhibit or conserve archaeological artifacts, museum objects, or works of art; (4) to 
undertake historical research apart from the editing of documentary publications; (5) to undertake 
an oral history project unrelated to Native Americans; (6) to catalog, acquire, or preserve books, 
periodicals, or other library materials; (7) to acquire, preserve, or describe art objects, sheet music, 
or other works primarily of value as works of art or entertainment; (8) to undertake a documentary 
editing project to publish the papers of someone who has been deceased for fewer than ten years; 
(9) to undertake an archival project centered on the papers of an appointed or elected public official 
who remains in major office, or is politically active, or the majority of whose papers have not yet 
been accessioned in a repository; (10) to undertake an arrangement, description, or preservation 
project in which the pertinent documents are privately owned or deposited in an institution subject 
to withdrawal upon demand for reasons other than requirements of law; or (11) to undertake 
arrangement, description, or preservation projects involving Federal government records that are 
(a) in the custody of the National Archives and Records Administration (NARA), or (b) in the 
custody of some other Federal agency, or (c) have been deposited in a non-Federal institution 
without an agreement authorized by NARA. Many Federally funded activities not undertaken by the 
government itself produce documents that may in law be considered Federal records, including 
records produced under Federal contracts or grants. If your project deals with Federal records, you 
should talk further with the NHPRC staff.

Summary:  The National Historical Publications and Records Commission (NHPRC), a part of the 
National Archives and Records Administration (NARA), supports projects that promote the 
preservation and use of America's documentary heritage essential to understanding our democracy, 
history, and culture.

To make these projects as widely useful as possible for archives, historical repositories, 
and researchers, the applications must demonstrate: (1) the national significance of the collections 
or records series to be digitized; (2) an effective work flow that repurposes existing descriptive 
material, rather than creates new metadata about the records; (3) reasonable costs and standards 
for the project as well as sustainable preservation plans for the resulting digital records; and (4) 
well-designed plans that evaluate the use of the digitized materials and the effectiveness of the 
methods employed in digitizing and displaying the materials. Projects may not use grant funds to 
create descriptive metadata or edited transcriptions of the digitized materials. Projects may not use 
grant funds to: create descriptive metadata; create edited transcriptions of the digitized materials; 
develop websites where people will have to pay a fee to view the images.  The NHPRC does not 
provide grant funds for the acquisition of routine equipment such as office furnishings and file 
cabinets, but may allow for the purchase of archival equipment, such as shelving units, and 
technical equipment, such as computers and peripherals, essential for a project. Include 
specifications for equipment over $5,000 in a supplemental budget narrative.

serving organizations; (3) Enhancing Local Law Enforcement: improvement or enhancement of the 
administration and operations of the law enforcement function in local adult criminal justice 
systems; key priorities included local, regional, and/or national projects that address law 
enforcement officer safety, improving crime scene investigation, tactical training, training to 
support volunteer programs within law enforcement, drug- and alcohol-impaired driving 
prevention efforts, local anti-gang programs, and gun violence intervention and enforcement; (4) 
Enhancing Local Courts: improvement or enhancement of the administration and operations of the 
court function in local adult criminal justice systems; key priorities included improving the 
effectiveness of the prosecutorial function, training for judicial officers, court management and 
improvement efforts including automation, and support for court problem-solving efforts such as 
mental health courts; (5) Enhancing Local Corrections and Offender Reentry: improvement or 
enhancement of the administration and operations of the corrections function and offender reentry 
initiatives in local adult criminal justice systems; key priorities included improving the effectiveness 
of offender reentry, improving the ability of community corrections to hold offenders accountable, 
and efforts to improve the efficiency of institutional and community corrections; and (6) Facilitating 
Justice Information Sharing: Key priorities included improving the sharing and use of criminal 
intelligence within law enforcement, developing common standards to facilitate information sharing 
within the justice system, providing technical assistance to improve justice information sharing, and 
enhancing or developing local, regional, and/or national systems to improve information sharing 
within and among regions and states.  
 
Eligibility:  Eligibility is limited to national, regional, state, or local public and private entities, 
including for-profit (commercial) and nonprofit organizations, faith and community-based 
organizations, institutions of higher education, tribal jurisdictions, and units of local government.  
 
Award Information:  Award amounts vary and funding is provided through the budget 
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appropriations process of the U.S. Congress. The FY2009 Congressional appropriations bill 
provides $178,500,000 for Byrne Discretionary grants. A detailed list of congressionally designated 
activities (earmarks) is provided in the bill and can be found at 
www.gpoaccess.gov/congress/house/appropriations/09conappro2.html.

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Title:  COPS Law Enforcement Technology  
 
Authority:  U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Community Oriented Policing Services (COPS) 
 
Summary:  COPS Technology Program grants are used to support the development of integrated 
voice and data communication networks among emergency response agencies within the region 
served by the grant recipients. These grants cover the purchase of equipment, enhancements to 
voice and data network infrastructures, and project management expenses. Within the total funds 
recommended for the COPS Technology Program by the Appropriations Committee on 
Departments of Commerce and Justice, Science, and Related Agencies Committee, it is 
recommended that $5,000,000 be transferred to NIST to continue the efforts of the Office of Law 
Enforcement Standards [OLES] in developing a comprehensive suite of minimum standards for law 
enforcement communications. In addition, these funds should be used to support the development 
and implementation of a compliance assessment program to ensure that communications 
equipment purchased through this grant program is compliant, where applicable with existing 
standards. 
 
Eligibility:  Law enforcement agencies are eligible. 
 
Award Information:  In June 2008, the Appropriations Committee of the Departments of 
Commerce and Justice, Science, and related agencies recommended $110,000,000 for the COPS 
Law Enforcement Technology Program. Within the funds provided, it is recommended that $5 
million be transferred to NIST to continue the efforts of the Office of Law Enforcement Standards 
[OLES]. In addition, it is recommended that earmark projects totaling $59,278,420 receive funding. 
Therefore, it is expected that after the $5 million is transferred to NIST and earmark projects are 
funded, there will be $45,721,580 remaining to be distributed. This Bill has not been passed as of 
January 2009. More information will be posted as it becomes available.  
 
History of Funding:  In FY08, $205,366,000 was distributed for Law Enforcement Technology 
programs. In FY07, $159 million was awarded to 37 awardees. 
 
Deadline Description:  Funding will be supplied via congressionally mandated earmarks. It is 
recommended that eligible law enforcement agencies contact their Congressperson at the earliest 
date possible for information on this funding. Typically, Congressional offices submit projects lists 
to the various Appropriations Committees between February and April annually for the following 
fiscal year.   
 
Additional Information:  On June 23, 2008 the Appropriations Committee of the Departments 
of Commerce and Justice, Science, and Related Agencies also recommended funding for other 
programs that the COPS Office will administer: Tribal Law Enforcement, $15,040,000; COPS 
Hiring, $50,000,000; Methamphetamine, $61,187,000; and COPS Secure Our Schools (SOS) Grant 
Program, $10,000,000. Additionally, more than $300 million has been appropriated for COPS for 
programs that will be administered by other DOJ agencies. www.cops.usdoj.gov.

For the purposes of this program, applicants seeking 
development grants are: 1) court or court-based program applicants that have no existing 
specialized court or court docket that exclusively handles sexual assault, domestic violence, dating 
violence or stalking cases; 2) court programs currently operating under a dedicated domestic 
violence docket that seek to expand and develop a dedicated domestic violence court; or 3) 
dedicated domestic violence courts within local, Tribal or State jurisdictions that seek to enhance 
and expand to a more specialized domestic violence court infrastructure (e.g., Unified, Coordinated 
or Integrated Court system). The purpose and objectives of this program are very specific in nature. 
The distinct subject matter of this funding opportunity necessitates a thorough review of the official 
program guidance referenced at the URL provided in the contact section of this summary.

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Title:  Family Drug Courts Program

Authority:  U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ), Office of Justice Programs (OJP), Office of Juvenile 
Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) 
 
Summary:  The purpose of the Family Drug Courts Program is to build the capacity of states, state 
and local courts, units of local government, and federally recognized Indian tribal governments to 
develop and establish drug courts for substance-abusing adults involved with the family dependency 
court as a result of child abuse and neglect issues. The program must provide services to the 
children of the parents in the program as well as to the parents. Law requires family drug courts 
funded by this program to target nonviolent offenders. Applicants must address each of the 
following eight components: (1) collaborative planning; (2) target population, screening, and 
eligibility; (3) clinical assessment and service delivery (including services for children, parents, and 
families, as well as case management); (4) design and length of program; (5) judicial supervision; 
(6) drug testing; (7) incentives and sanctions; (8) management information system and evaluation. 
The program's goal is to decrease the incidence of child abuse and neglect, intervene in the family 
risk factors, and reduce the likelihood of negative outcomes for the children by addressing the 
substance abuse of parents and providing services to their children. The purposes of this program 
are very specific in nature. The distinct requirements of this funding opportunity necessitate a 
thorough review of the official program guidance referenced at the URL provided in the contact 
section of this summary.  
 
Eligibility:  Applicants are limited to states, state and local courts, units of local government, and 
federally-recognized tribal governments acting directly or through agreement with other public or 
private entities. Applicants must demonstrate that they have the management and financial 
capabilities to effectively plan and implement projects of the size and scope described in the grant 
announcement. 
 
Award Information:  Award amounts vary. OJJDP will make awards of up to $500,000 per 
award for up to 3 years. The award amount will cover the entire requested project period. A grant 
made under this program may not cover more than 75 percent of the total costs of the project being 
funded. All awards are subject to the availability of appropriated funds and any modifications or 
additional requirements imposed by law.  
 
This application must be 
submitted through OJP's Grants Management System (GMS). Applicants must register with GMS 
prior to submitting an application.
